• the Institute for Foreign Affairs Studies, Center for United Nations 
Studies, Center for Civil Servant Studies, Center for International Energy 
and Environment Strategy Studies, Center for American Studies, and 
the Institute of Comparative Politics and Economics.

Where can you apply? (2 options)

1. Apply directly through Renmin University

• Deadline: February 29, 2024

2. Apply through the Chinese embassy in your home 
country

• Deadlines vary country by country

• Check as soon as possible on their website



How do you apply?

1. FIRST STEP: Fill out the online application https://studyinchina.csc.edu.cn/

• Enter the appropriate agency number 
• 10002 for applications through RUC

• Applications via embassy/consulate use the number of the Chinese embassy/consulate

• To find the CCSP, select “English” as the language of instruction, select “law” 
as the discipline you are applying for, select “Contemporary China Studies” or 
“International Relations” as the major you are applying for.

2. SECOND STEP: Download the online scholarship application form

3. THIRD STEP: Apply to the chosen authority and include your scholarship 
application form

Important Dates:

• February 29: Application deadline to apply for the Chinese 
Government Scholarship directly through Renmin University

• Usually February/March: Application deadline to apply for 
the Chinese Government Scholarship through the embassy in 
your country. Check with the relevant authority!

• April 30th: Deadline for self-supporting applicants

• June - July: Admission packages are sent, begin visa 
application

• Early September: Registration, orientation, classes begin
